Success for Calderdale Forward Partnerships in Local Government Yorkshire and Humber Awards 
Calderdale’s Healthy Ageing Partnership and the Summer University have successfully reached the finals for this year’s prestigious Local Government Yorkshire and Humber Making a Difference in Yorkshire and Humber Awards. The projects have won two out of the five available places in the category “Working Together to Make a Difference: collaboration through partnership working”, which is open to 22 councils in the region.  
Partner organisations share the management, evaluation and development of the six projects in Calderdale’s Healthy Ageing Programme, which were developed in response to what older people said they wanted. The programme prevents isolation, stress and a deterioration of health and well-being, with 1,500 older people benefitting from the services. Projects include Neighbourhood Schemes, Health and Wellbeing of Carers Project, Home from Hospital service, Handyperson service, and a Falls Prevention service. 
Calderdale’s first ever Summer University is truly collaborative. It was initiated by Calderdale Forward partners; steered by young people; and delivered by 35 top class employers, education providers, sports clubs and cultural groups. It caught the imagination of 11-19 year olds from all over Calderdale with young people taking part in all the key decisions about activities, marketing, publicity and launch. 
860 students took part in 60 aspirational courses – all for free.
