Volunteering for Mediation

CALM is Calderdale’s own mediation service and exists mainly to help with disputes between neighbours. Most Housing Associations use CALM as does Calderdale Council and the Police among a range of agencies. Sometimes situations can build up or get out of hand and CALM helps people to work out solutions to the disputes by training and supporting volunteer mediators to work with clients to sort things out with mutual satisfaction.
Of course not all cases are easy and often a great deal of shuttle diplomacy is required to assist clients in reaching their own conclusions with the support of the CALM team. CALM also mediates in other areas such as homelessness case where young people leave home and tries to ensure parental contact and involvement continues.
