	Swine Flu

Sue Rumbold

Very successful seminar for schools was held on 7 September, with colleagues from PCT, HR and Human Resources.  At present, the number of cases are continuing to drop, but plans are in place for a predicted increase in Autumn/Winter.  Groups of staff to be immunized are currently being identified.  There are clear guidelines from the Department of Health, including staff who carry out intimate care tasks, but not Social Workers – request has been made for Social Workers to be included in immunization programme. Staff who have social work qualification even though not currently working in that role at present have been identified to ensure that critical front-line services can be maintained at the peak of the pandemic.  

SR to write to all schools early next week re identifying staff who carry out intimate care.  Special school staff will be offered the vaccine. 
Planning still going on within LA and with partners.  Next peak expected end of October, early November.  

Schools are not expected to close, unless due to staff absences.  Website ready to launch.

Teachers not to be vaccinated as yet.  

Seasonal flu will happen at the same time.  People are encouraged to have normal flu vaccine as this is different to swine flu vaccine.

Report from Safeguarding Board– paper circulated. 

· Child Development Overview Panel
Every Safeguarding Board is required to form a panel as a statutory requirement. The panel examines whether deaths were preventable. Calderdale has relatively low numbers and therefore has a joint panel with Kirklees. 

There is currently no parental involvement in Child Death Overview Panel process. Parents are given a leaflet about the work of the panel at the time of death.  Parents do have the right to be involved and informed.   Recommendations on how this can be operationalised to be drawn up and reported back.

There is a high level of death related to consanguinity (close relationship between father and mother) –  To be re-addressed in 6-12 months time.

· Child bereavement service

There is a gap in service provision for bereavement services for parents and families after a child death. .

The Board requested that the Children’s Trust approved  piece of work to carry out a needs and gap analysis to scope the issue and report back to the Safeguarding Board in March 2010.

Not necessarily a Safeguarding issue.

A number of issues regarding supporting schools, e.g. special schools.

There is also a need for a service to support a child who loses a parent, especially suddenly.

BME to be involved in any consultation.

Voluntary & Community services have some groups which can provide this service.

To identify which partner is going to take the lead.


· Independent Safeguarding Authority/Vetting & Barring Scheme

Paper circulated.

The Independent Safeguarding Authority (ISA) came about after Soham murders – one of the recommendations being the Vetting & Barring scheme for professionals, staff and volunteers working with children and vulnerable adults. Currently there are three separate lists – vulnerable adults, children, and List 99 – these will be replaced by two lists – one for children and one for vulnerable adults.

Three key dates – 12 October 2009– Vetting & Barring extending scope – 6m people need to be part of this process.  

July 2010 – all new employees and volunteers working with children and vulnerable adults can register.  Those currently employed will not have to become registered till later in the five year phasing period.

From November 2010 all new employees and volunteers who want to work with children or vulnerable adults must be registered.

Voluntary & Community sector need to be aware of this.

Guidance needed for groups to be able to go through the process.

CRB process will not change.
