	Unannounced Inspections

Viv Hobman

Papers circulated.

Unannounced inspection took place in July.  Part of CAA.  Inspectors observed IRT.

Discussed findings and actions taken.

Areas for development have been indentified - some strategies are already in place.  Audit of referrals over 4 week period.  Examine multi-agency referrals.  Peer review team early January to look at findings.    Action plan will be put in place. 

The inspection commented that Calderdale was aware of its weaknesses, which was due to the mock inspection led by colleagues from learning services and Commissioning & Partnerships.  This was a successful approach evidencing effective cross directorate working.

Praise was expressed for the good work done.
Discussion around contribution of other agencies.

Next round of inspections – 2 weeks starting 2nd Nov – adoption services – still issues but a lot of work has been done.  Fostering service will also be inspected in November.  

Unannounced inspection (10 days notice) will take place at some point focusing on Safeguarding and Looked After Children.
Report on indicators to the Children’s Trust.

Request for flow chart of inspections – to be sent to Children’s Trust members.
CAA – areas that don’t fit into specific Ofsted inspections.

Question raised as to how many inspections take place over 12 months?  Time spent away from frontline services to facilitate inspections.

Recruitment and retention of Social Workers and Team Managers is an issue both locally and nationally.

Rates of children who are obese – 2009 figures:

Reception – staying at 7%
