3.2 Anti-bullying Strategy Group

       Deborah Scaife, Anti-bullying Co-ordinator, has made contact as agreed.
4    Third Sector Work Shadow project
       Some members have put their names forward for this project, but more people could    consider putting themselves forward to take part in the pilot.   Expressions of interest to be returned to the Community Forum.

5    Smoke Free Homes
       Angela Everson reported that the presenters found making a presentation to the Board   to be most effective and that suggestions made by the group were very helpful.   Following the presentation to the CTB at the last meeting, presentations have been made to school assemblies and other local authorities have asked to share in the good practice from this project.   

6     ESOL (English for Speakers of other Languages)
Jo Richmond reported that the Schools’ Forum discussed the Ethnic Minority Achievement Grants (EMAG) three week ago.   Money is allocated for one year and is targeted at students from EU8 countries who have no English.   A small working group of Heads is developing a process to allow schools to bid for funding to support this target group.

7    Short Breaks Provision
Chris Jewesbury reported that the provider day went quite well, including meeting with disabled children.   The council was confirmed as a light touch authority and are on track to deliver to achieve targets.

Viv Hobman reported that in line with the PCT pledge for disabled children, the Disabled Children’s Forum is launching a pack in March.   Training will be through the Workforce Development Team.

8     Transition Protocol
Tricia Attwood explained that Scrutiny had looked at the transition of Calderdale children educated out of the borough, to ensure that these children are given the same help as children educated in the borough.
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	Summer University

Liz Broadley, Jo Richmond, presented this report, attended by Liz Parry and Carol Stone.  Two young people who had taken part in the Summer University 2009 were also in attendance to provide a young people’s perspective.  Leeds University and the Leeds College of Music.
The presentation also included:

· Background and summary of how Summer University works

· Key results

· Costs and income

· Summary of risks and dependencies

· Proposed timeline for Summer University 2010 Feedback from participants’ families and partner organisations.

There was discussion about the future of Summer University:

· The need for greater integration of Summer University with the work of the Young People Service 

· Schools are considering doing their own version of Summer University and there are concerns that this will detract from the diversity of experience that young people gain by going out of their school environment and mixing more widely.

· The lack of ongoing funding means that the organisation of courses can be last minute and rushed

· The need to see Summer University in the context of all priorities and menu of all provision.

· A process is not in place to ensure its sustainability.

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	GALYIC
Sue Rumbold explained that GALYIC had been used as evidence for the inspection to demonstrate the Trust’s commitment to equality and diversity and also as an example of how the CTB has followed an issue through on the recommendations from the report and actions taken by the strategic groups.   Members agreed that the report demonstrated evidence.

The Children’s Trust considered the report, which provided detailed feedback about the actions taken by the strategy group.

Items discussed:
· GALYIC’s work to identify domestic violence in families

· A rise in referrals through the “No Worries” project

· The potential of a rise in referrals to GALYIC resulting from work in schools to raise awareness through PHSE

· Mental health services to support GALYIC young people

· Future funding and support for GALYIC

· Funding does not need to come from one pot, but could come from lots of places.   There should be more support for people in making bids for funds.

· Where the Children’s Trust sits in relation to making recommendations about  commissioning.   
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	Future of Children’s Trust
The group agreed to decision making being based on the two models presented.  Sue Rumbold presented the detail and the group discussed options.
The timescale for this item has slipped because the January meeting was cancelled due to the bad weather.   Sue checked if a six week consultation period was acceptable and it was confirmed that a decision should be made by 1 April 2010.
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	Safeguarding
Mike Stow reported on this item.  The “Working Together” guidance means there will be changes to the Safeguarding Board.   In future, there will need to be two lay members and a statutory expectation that schools are represented.   Procedures will need to change to accommodate this.
At the last Board meeting it was agreed that the local voluntary sector will be full members on the board.   Rob Tuddenham, Director Safer & Stronger Communities, will look at how best to do that.
There is a statutory requirement to produce an annual report which has to identify unmet need.   The report has to be presented to the CTB, who have to decide how to respond.   The Safeguarding Board will be looking to partners and agencies to contribute to the report.
The Safeguarding newsletter came out in January.   It has been circulated to the Children’s Trust and will be posted on the website.
A conference about young people and safeguarding will be held on 25 February.

Jo Richmond asked if there are any protocols or guidance about making safety checks on staff from EU8 countries.   At present checks are only made on their activities in the UK.
Viv Hobman reported that Fostering Services have taken advice from BAFF on this issue.   The response does not cover all concerns, but says that providing managers have done everything in their power to check on staff then there should be no problem.

Mike Stow commented that there needs to be standardisation of advice for schools and youth providers and will make more enquiries.
David Gott raised a point about the housing provision available.   Schools support migrant families very well, including employing extra staff, but this falls apart when the families move out of the area due to overcrowding when staying with relatives.  Jo Richmond advised that the Migration Fund Advisory Group will be up and running in about three months who can link up with schools and help with funding to alleviate this problem.   
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	CYP Plan Priorities
Priorities for taking forward for the 2010-2011 Children and Young People Plan refresh.  It was agreed that:
· The priority for children’s emotional well-being is adequately reflected and needs to be woven in with GALYIC and anti-bullying.   

· Anti-social behaviour needs to be strengthened within the existing wording in the priority for making a positive contribution

· Domestic abuse still needs to be in the plan and need to cover protection, prevention and improved service provision.   This links into protecting children from harm and into service delivery.   

· Children with a disability needs to be reflected as a cross-cutting theme over all priorities.

· There needs to be a more explicit commitment to tackling young people not in employment, education or training (NEET).
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	Forward Plan

It was noted that there has been some slippage in the agenda due to missing the January meeting because of the bad weather.

The Ofsted report will be published on 26 February.  Colleagues were thanked for their help during the inspection.   Partners pledged their help and support whatever the outcome and made a commitment to working together to achieve the right outcomes for children and young people.
