	Areas where the Audit Commission found Calderdale to be doing well



	1. People in Calderdale are recycling more than ever (Can we sustain and improve upon this?)

	2. Calderdale’s streets are also cleaner (Can we sustain the improvement?) and there are plans to improve services further by introducing more local services in neighbourhoods (Can we demonstrate what difference this will make/is making?)

	3. Recent figures show a reduction in the number of people killed and seriously injured in road accidents. But rates are falling more slowly in Calderdale than in similar areas. (Can we improve upon this?)

	4. A recent private sector housing survey shows good progress on providing decent homes for vulnerable people (Can we sustain and improve upon this?)

	Areas where evidence of improvement and/or impact will need to be demonstrated



	1. Local public services are at an early stage in planning for the effects of climate change and setting realistic targets for the future. There is little details on exactly what public services will do to achieve these reductions (We will need to demonstrate that actions are being taken to address this issue).

	2. Some actions are being taken to reduce traffic congestion but the effects are unclear (We will need to demonstrate the actions are being taken to address this issue)

	3. Bus usage is not meeting targets (We will need to demonstrate the actions are being taken to address this issue)

	4. Not enough (affordable) homes – particularly for families are being built to meet this demand (We will need to demonstrate the actions are being taken to address this issue)

	5. Calderdale needs to continue its energy efficiency programmes including tackling hard to heat homes unsuitable for conventional cavity or loft insulation (We will need to demonstrate that actions are being taken to address this issue).

	6. The age profile of Calderdale’s ethnic minority communities is young and this needs to be considered when planning future housing (We will need to demonstrate that actions are being taken to address this issue).
