2. Minutes of the last meeting held 21st Nov (prev. circ.)

Amendment to Ovenden & Mixenden – they secured 35K and not £35.

These were agreed as an accurate record. 

3. Matter arising

The Life Channel – DS had a meeting and the outcome was a follow-up meeting.
Action: DS to forward further info to the group.

Ovenden and Mixenden Initiatives Health Theme – The Contract has now been signed by Action Halifax and CPCT.  Quite a few members from the HIPG are involved on the Health Trainer steering group.  

The job descriptions and personal specifications have now been drawn up for 2 whole time posts, 1 in North Halifax and 1 in West Central.  They will be individually managed by Mary Seaton and Catherine Putz.  The successful candidates would focus on tackling issues inc. smoking, obesity, physical activity and lifestyle changes.  The timescale is 1 year fixed term and the PCT will fund a further 2 years.

Local Government White Paper - The bill is now out and it’s now called’ Local Government and Public Health Involvement Bill’. 
4. LAA

PB confirmed to the group the LAA has to be completed and in by 1st February (07).  We currently have about 95% completed – re: the reward elements, there is some negotiation going on around Domestic Violence.

The reward targets gone through are Alcohol, Obesity, Emergency Bed Days, Smoking and Affordable Warmth.

It goes to the Government Office on 31st Jan (07) then on 8th Feb it goes to the Central Government to be signed off in March by Ministers.  It was agreed at the LSP on 16th Jan – it goes to the Councils Cabinet on 22nd Jan for ratification then goes to CPCT board on 25th Jan.

Richard Anderson from Central Government is expected to agree the reward targets within the next 2 weeks. 

Pump priming funding – approx. 70K per reward for 3 years.

PB thanks the entire group for their input and welcomed further comments.

5. Well-being – BLF Application

PB updated on this and informed the team that the Yorkshire and Humber bid had been successful and we were through to the 2nd round – only 26 have reached this and only 22 will get the funding – we are the only bidder in the Yorkshire and Humber so hopefully we have a good chance.  The bid entitles us to 15M for the organisation – capped at 6.5 M – there are 3 key areas – 

1. Community Health Education

2. Mental Health – regionally

3. Innovations and Developments.

This needs to be in by 8th March – workshop in February.  All comments and views welcome.

Catherine Putz, IL, LB, CJ, SB and GS need to come together to look at how we met these – they already have a mtg scheduled for next week.

6. LSP Restructure – Healthier Communities Theme

DS circulated LSP documents referred to page 2  - the new LSP structure informed that the board roughly has 30 members at the moment.  On 18th April, a new board will be selected.

7. Ovenden and Mixenden Initiatives Update

Ovenden and Mixenden Initiative are working closely with Sure Start, CMBC and PCT to increase the supply of nutrition, weight management and physical activity courses in the community. A meeting on 24 January with key partners will take this further. In the meantime, there are courses running /planned:

· 15 January – 10 weeks at Abbey Park Primary School : OCN Nutrition and weight management

· 1 March for 10 weeks at St Malachy’s : OCN Nutrition and weight management

· From 19 April at Mixenden Parents Resource Centre : weight management

· Currently at Ash Green school – look and cook delivered by a local parent

8. Health Profiles

PB mentioned that every LA will receive one of these – we expect to see it again from PHO and we should also expect to see the all age, all cause mortality rates, which show up to end of 2005 that while Men’s health has improved – Women’s hasn’t.  PB commented that this is an early warning as elected politicians may pick up on this so we may need to present some of this at the ½ day workshop.  Over the past 10 years, we have seen a 20% improvement in health in non-deprived areas and a 10% improvement in most deprived.

9. Priorities

Childhood Obesity 

IL presented a self-explanatory document to the group on the Calderdale Childhood Obesity Strategy of which he is a member.  IL informed the team that a draft strategy has now been completed and there is a meeting on Wednesday to agree this.  PB asked that this be circulated to the group.  

Various points were raised by the group due to the recommendations. As PB said as Childhood Obesity is in the LAA, it’s a helpful start however where will we be in 6 months time? when are the actions stated being implemented?  PB asked that IL or Carol Weir (chair of C O Strategy) report back in 6 months time to give an update.
