3. Matter arising

Obesity – Paul Butcher and Ed Tallis are due to meet up next week re: secondary care – Paul Butcher to report back at the next meeting. 

Big Lottery Fund – Paul Butcher informed the group that the proposal has been successful, there will be a press release on 18th July.  Paul Butcher also thanked the group for their part in this as it was reflected in the work done.  Approximately £190,000 over 3 years will be channelled through Park/Ovenden/Mixenden wards to support lifestyle change and healthy eating. 

Action: Marie Rayner to circulate the proposals.
4. LAA Delivery Updates

Paul Butcher mentioned that all the performance management is to be done by the end of Tuesday (24th July).
Paul Butcher and the other leads all gave updates on where there are currently at and how there are getting along.  Most updates were positive and that we seem to be doing well.  

There will be a detailed discussion at the meeting on the 14th August. 

However the key headlines are

· Reducing Health Inequalities, narrowing the gap in all-age, all-cause mortality - Paul Butcher

Further work to be done on at risk registers with practices – detailed discussions to be held with primary care professionals.
· Increase in the number of 4 week smoking quitters - Andrea Cadwell

Quarterly data not yet available.

· Reduction in smoking at delivery - Andrea Cadwell

Appointment of specialist worker to support delivery of this work has been agreed.
· Increase in the number of recorded obese and overweight individuals losing weight through a personalised weight management programme - Gaynor Scholefield 

Concern regarding development of services.  Task group established to drive work forward.  Staff vacancy in this area caused some delay.
· Prevalence of obesity among primary school aged children - Gaynor Scholefield
Data not yet available at school level Dept of Health delay.  Work to be done locally on analysing our data rather than wait on national work.
· Increase in breastfeeding maintenance rates at first visit - narrowing the gap between % of women in the most deprived quintile breastfeeding and district average   - Penny James

Ruth Shaw been given key lead for this area – breastfeeding rate in deprived areas seems less than when baseline taken.

· Reduction in people with a sedentary lifestyle - Cathy Munro and Bob Kaye

CAN introduced survey work being undertaken to identify baseline levels.

· Reduce levels of decayed missing and filled (dmf) teeth in children under 5  - Jini D'Cruz

Progress in some schemes particularly fruit and dental hygiene programmes.

Paul Butcher also asked how the other areas (health links) were doing.  Alison Knight informed that the rates are improving for the ‘back to work’ and that they are looking into a marketing strategy about the reduction of 50+ workers, which Alison Knight will share around the group – Paul Butcher mentioned a potential link with the two health trainers we have. 

Actions: 1. Keith Wilson to forward a document to Marie Rayner to circulate to

2.  Paul Butcher mentioned holding a social marketing session for the group would be useful, Marie Rayner to arrange.
5. Third Sector Mapping Report (doc. prev. circ.)

Clare Jones spoke about this report (paper copies were also passed round the group) which Laura Able has produced.  It is fairly self explanatory and gives an insight into the health and social care background.  It was described as a useful and interesting indication about the third sector.

Paul Butcher congratulated Laura Able and Jane Leech for this piece of work.

It was also mentioned that Laura’s contract ends on 31st August and we risk losing not only Laura but all of the work she does. 


Pete Lidster asked about further funding for the Network Development project
