2.  Minutes of the last meeting held 17th July  (prev. circ.)

The minutes were agreed as an accurate record.

3. Matters Arising

BLF Update – BLF money has been secured.  Paul Butcher is attending an event in October.  He is also part of a panel involved in recruiting a Programme Director and Programme Manager posts, these interviews are early November.

Budgets - £190,000 – small start up.

Action:  Paul Butcher to update at the next meeting.

LAA Delivery Updates 

HC02 (No. of 4-week smoking quitters) – Andrea Cadwell informed that they have over achieved on the smoking quitters.

Paul Butcher congratulated all in the Stop Smoking team.  

*  Awareness:  We will be monitoring the no. of heart attack admissions across the Yorkshire and Humber and there is evidence in the BMJ that bar staff have better health – all relating to smoking legislation  * 

HC04 (No. of recorded overweight/obese individuals losing weight) – Gaynor Scholefield informed the Group that due to recent staff changes, the PCT is currently recruiting to the new post of Community Weight Management Programme Project Lead, a full time fixed term post for 6 months.  Delivery is continuing through Upbeat, and PCT trained deliverers in Ovenden & Mixenden and Park as well as workplace based delivery following the end of the Provident pilot project.  Exploratory discussion is ongoing with practices.  Gaynor confirmed that three additional Health Trainers are to be recruited soon. 

Ian Leedham confirmed the Council’s commitment to the delivery of this target and that Ian’s role has been redefined to focus on this and smoking cessation.  

HC05 (Obese Reception & Year 6 children) – Gaynor Scholefield confirmed that the data collected 2006/7 has now been uploaded to the national system (91.8% coverage).  The national report is expected in March 2008.  Meantime, local analysis has been undertaken with interesting findings.  19.5% of Reception children and 28% of Year 6 children are overweight/obese.  All wards show an increase from Reception to Year 6 and Hipperholme & Lightcliffe, Park, Sowerby Bridge and Warley show 30% of Year 6 as overweight/obese.  Gaynor advised that Graham Wardman has included childhood obesity in his annual report to be launched at the PCTs AGM on 27 September.

The Children and Young People’s Obesity Strategy is nearing completion and having now established annual monitoring arrangements, the focus is on delivering interventions to turn this picture around.

Gaynor mentioned that a local obesity media campaign with the Evening Courier is soon to commence and she welcomed any suggestions from the Group.

Additionally, Gaynor reported that a Members Seminar has been arranged for Monday 24 September with input from Ian, Penny Greenwood, Diane Catlow & herself.   

Action: Marie to circulate the Director of Public Health’s Annual Report 2007

Huddersfield University, Childhood Obesity Event – Sue Smith informed the group that she is planning to hold a day seminar event for practitioners which is already funded, on childhood obesity looking at solutions, interventions, what works and the different layers of the problem.  She has a planning team including representatives from Kirklees.  Sue asked if anyone from this group would be willing to join in - Gaynor Scholefield agreed to do this.  

CAN Update – Bob Kaye informed there were not present updates at the moment however the next meeting in on 26th September.

Action:  Bob Kaye to report back at the next meeting. 

Pump Priming Monies – (see attached document from Sheron Hobson) Sheron Hobson informed the group that the money has been released however there are no specific guidelines – audit trail for any proposals put forward.  Paul Butcher asked how we access it as it’s currently with CMBC finance at the moment.

Action:  SH to inform PB and the leads on the process. 

4. Network Development Project (Health) (attached)

Ian Leedham briefly summarised on the ‘Update on the Network Development Project’ previously circulated to members that the project has been extended for a further 7 months. 

Clare Jones informed she was pleased and this now gives them to opportunity to start engaging in LAA targets and gives a greater understanding for VCS organisational planning.

Jo Richmond felt this proposal is a good test of VCS capability and capacity at the moment.   We will find out whether the VCS is able to reach people the statutory sector can’t. 

Gaynor Scholefield informed the Group of alcohol screening training arranged for Monday 1 October at SMS, School House, Hopwood Lane, Halifax aimed at deliverers (contact Megan Hughes on 01422 397307 for further details of this & future training opportunities).  Laura Able confirmed she will be attending.

Paul Butcher and Jonathan Phillips suggested having a further meeting in January 2008 around this. 

Moving forward – it was suggested that a joint mtg, inc. Ian Leedham, Paul Butcher and Clare Jones to take place to look at what the Voluntary sector groups are saying and work around Alcohol targets with a view to getting some evaluations and help focus groups.

5. 07-09 Health Inequalities Plan (attached)

Paul circulated a draft copy of the Health Inequalities Plan to the group explaining that the SHA have asked for a 2/3 year plan to concentrate on spearheads as the SHA are very concerned that the spearheads are not reducing the Health Inequalities rates, however strategy based on short timescales. This is a short term plan to make sure we hit the mandatory targets in the LAA.  Paul Butcher asked if the group would read this plan and kindly give their comments back to him. 

Jo Richmond gave comments relating to item 12. Strategic Approach to Community Development

· what the stats are – drop in rates

· nothing on mental health

· oral health

Life expectancy – keeping people alive longer so it will impact on the life expectancy rates.

This debate will need to happen again at a later date as its sits under the LAA and Health Inequalities issues.

6. Mental Health in Park 

Jo Richmond expressed her concern re: the above issue and highlighted the links between mental health eg. anxiety, depression, mental abuse and the LAA. 

Jonathan Phillips said the PCT has identified Mental Health as a high priority – understanding is an approach that’s based on outcomes - make an explicit connection around Fitness for Purpose.  The Darzi review also identifies Mental Health. 

Action:  Paul Butcher to raise with Mental Health commissioning process.
