2. Minutes of the last meeting held on 12th February 08

Matters Arising/Updates
Smoking (see Andrea Caldwell’s notes attached). 

Smoke Free Homes – Ian Leedham informed that the money has been secured and work has started on the specification, he informed the group that intervention will start in September.  

3. Health Profile (attached)

Graham Wardman informed the group that every year a health profile gets published. Its a local picture of where deprivation is and shows male and female life expectancy, all age, all cause mortality, percentage and number of children eligible for free school meals and ends with a health summary for Calderdale.  

Comments from the group were very positive as we can see from the profile areas where we are doing the work to tackle deprivation.

Breastfeeding

64% of people are continuing at 6-8weeks – use this as a proxy

Childhood Obesity

Gaynor Scholefield confirmed that Vital Signs targets have been submitted to the SHA.  The issue of coverage is being negotiated.  Additionally, Gaynor advised that 07/08 weighing and measuring data has now been collected.  Local analysis is being arranged prior to submission to the NCMP (National Child Measurement Programme), which cannot be undertaken before August 08.

7. Update of VCS/LAA Development Project

Clare Jones mentioned the paper circulated at the last meeting (12th February 08) on activities to become an LAA target delivery project.  The activity so far has been positive and it was taken forward and agreed by Commissioners and will be funded for two years.  It was also mentioned that any other LAA targets will be incorporated within the project (if required). 

Breastfeeding – North Halifax targeted

We have specific Weight Management, Alcohol and Smoking North Halifax targets (re: target). 

HLP (Healthy Living Partnership) work has been absorbed into the main street, work has to be long-term – clearer links need to happen. 

The Alcohol Steering group are drafting new specific targets and special reference to BME.  As we have over achieved on the alcohol targets, this is an added value.
