Oral Health Update 
I am very pleased that oral health will be retained in the new LAA as a local indicator. The indicator is to reduce the levels of decayed missing and filled teeth in 5 year olds.  We are currently carrying out a survey in this age group, but as this is the first time we are required to get a positive consent from parents I’m afraid the results may not be representative as we are getting a poor response rate in some schools which may skew the results  - we shall see.  The response rate for written consent sent back to schools is about 50 % on average.  We may be able to use other indicators as a proxy - such as the number of children who attended the dentist last year, the number who had fillings / teeth out etc. but this is also not representative as not all children have attended a dentist by the age of 5 years.

However I am pleased to say that we are making progress with the promotion/prevention programmes.

1. The ‘Brushing for Life’ scheme continues because of funding from the PCT for resources - the toothbrushing packs

2. The ‘Cute Fruit Plus Dental Health Award’ has been extended to many other settings in Calderdale

3. The toothbrushing programme in early years settings has been funded by the PCT to extend to two further settings and is currently at the planning stage for implementation by autumn.

4. The fluoride varnish scheme is about to start in May in 8 dental practices in Halifax, targeting 800 (3 year old) children in wards identified as having poor oral health.  This will be rolled out to 3-5 year olds in those wards over the next 2 years.

2. LAA 2 (new LAA) – Update on progress – key actions

5 areas have been chosen (see below)

a) All age, all cause mortality – target in touch with various action plans with flow

b) Breast Feeding 6-8 weeks – Our data is not robust – missing 40% of data.  Breast feeding and Obesity not signed off by DoH.

c) Childhood Obesity – again stretch this target (14.1 is wanted)

d) Oral Health – mentioned bi-annual – key sign of dates – signed off

e) Adult Participation in Sport – Okay – 22.1 is our baseline now – 24.1 is target for this year.

These 5 plus continuing reward targets.
