	Initial key actions

	NI 8 – Adult Participation in Sport
	1. Marketing and Communication – to promote awareness and understanding of the physical activity issues and improve communication and access to information and advice.
2. Workforce Development – to improve and support the people behind people, in particular, volunteers, coaches and professionals.

3. Facilities and Environment – to encourage and motivate people to be more active by improvement of facilities, including parks and open spaces.

4. Physical Activity Pathways – to set out clear physical activity pathways and progression into adulthood and later life.


	NI 53 – Prevalence of breastfeeding at 6-8 weeks from birth
	1. Ensure that partial breastfeeding at the 6-8 week is included toward the target
2. Development of breastfeeding support groups in the lowest quintiles.

3. Development of the Family Nurse partnership.

4. Socio-marketing campaign.

5. Explore partner contributions to target.


	NI 56 – Obesity in primary school age children in Year 6
	1. Development of action plans by January, for each of the four obesity work streams
2. Weight management services for 7-10 year olds (Carnegie pilot)

3. Use the Practice Plus initiative to explore the development of an annual health check on all patients from birth.


	NI 120 – All-age all-cause mortality
	1. Better control of blood pressure for patients with CHD by increasing the percentage of patients with optimal readings on a year on year basis.
2. Better control of blood glucose for patients with diabetes by increasing the percentage with a level of 7.5 or below on a year on year basis.

3. Increase the percentage of people identified and placed on the hypertension register.

	RE10 – Increase the number of 4-week smoking quitters
	1. Analysis and review of local data and resources.
2. Investigation of other comparator areas with higher than average quit rates.

3. Raise awareness of potential issues with Local Authority and other partners.


	RE11 – Number of recorded obese individuals losing weight

	1. Identify new healthy weight providers/ delivery agents.
2. Development of the Health Improvement Team, Active Lifestyles and Healthy Living Gym to deliver new healthy weight programmes.

3. Development of a healthy weight referral system.
