	Areas where the Audit Commission found Calderdale to be doing well



	1. Fewer children of primary school age are obese than in other areas (Can we sustain and improve upon this?). 

	2. Fewer teenagers became pregnant in Calderdale and Calderdale’s performance in reducing teenage pregnancy was one of the best in England. (What further improvements can be made?)

	3. Smoking quitters have increased for the last 2 years. (Is there evidence to show the impact upon health?)

	Areas where evidence of improvement and/or impact will need to be demonstrated



	1. By the time children leave primary school, levels of obesity have increased significantly. (We will need to demonstrate that actions are being taken to address this issue).

	2. Fewer children are physically active in Calderdale than in similar areas. (We will need to demonstrate that actions are being taken to address this issue).

	3. Depending on your circumstances and where you live, you can expect to live much longer in parts of Calderdale than in others in Calderdale. (We will need to show evidence of actions being taken to narrow the gap)

	4. Whilst Calderdale’s LAA target for breastfeeding at 6-8 weeks was exceeded for 2008/09, breastfeeding is still much lower than many areas. More needs to be done to improve breastfeeding rates. (We will need to demonstrate that actions are being taken to address this issue).

	5. Death rates from smoking are higher than average. (We will need to demonstrate that actions are being taken to address this issue).

	6. The number of people participating in regular physical activity is not increasing significantly. Investment in new leisure facilities offers the potential to encourage more people to adopt healthier lifestyles. (We will need to demonstrate the impact (expected or actual) of the new facilities on health)

	7. Healthy Halifax – too early to see real benefits. (We will need to demonstrate the impact of the Healthy Halifax projects)
