VIOLENT CRIME RED


Assault without injury saw a decrease of 4% between the current quarter and the same period last year. Projections continue to show continued long term increases against medium and short term shallow decreases. Red Risk


Wounding saw a decrease of 12% between the current and previous quarters. Projections are all now showing continued slight, but steady falls. Green Risk


Personal Robbery saw a decrease of -44% between this quarter and the corresponding quarter last year.  Projections are now split with short and medium term indicating falls, with short being very steep against long term now levelling off. Red Risk

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BCS COMPARATOR CRIME RED


Calderdale is currently 26.4% under its BCS comparator baseline level.  There has been a decrease of 10% between the current quarter and the same quarter last year.  All three projections indicate continued steady drops. 


DOMESTIC BURGLARY GREEN


A relatively low level crime.  This saw a decrease of 3% between the current quarter and the same quarter last year.  


Projections are now split with long and now short term indicating decreases, whilst medium term is now showing a flattening out.


VEHICLE CRIME RED


Vehicle interference saw a decrease of 6% between the current quarter and the same period last year. Both short and long term indicate a flattening out against continued medium term decreases. Red Risk


Theft from a vehicle decreased by 29% between the current quarter and same quarter last year. Projections are all now indicating future falls, with short term indicating the steepest drops. Red Risk


Theft of a vehicle saw a decrease of 18% between the current quarter and the same quarter last year. Projections all indicate continued falls, with medium term seeing the biggest drops. Green Risk


CRIMINAL DAMAGE RED


There has been a rise of 1% between the current quarter and the same quarter last year.  Projections now show short term increasing slightly against continued shallow falls in the medium and long term.
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
