1. General information on LAA1

1.1 Seventy six (76) PIs in SSC LAA Theme, results as follows:-

· 32 red & amber (42% did not achieve target)

· 34 green (45% achieved target)

· 10 data not available (13%) 

1.2 Two reward elements targets in SSC:-

· SSC05 (RE08) Number of hazardous, harmful and dependent drinkers who are screened and receive brief interventions. 2007/08 result exceeded 1st year target*

· SSC22 (RE09) Number of those involved in criminal justice interventions provided with suitable and settled accommodation. 2007/08 result has not met 1st year target but this target has 6 month lead in time,  first year results can only count  from Sept to March 2008 . More tenancies will be countable over the full 12 months of 2008/09. 

2. LAA1 Qtr4 
Results arising in Qtr4 include successful achievement under the following outcomes:-

2.1 Outcome – Reduce crime 

SSC02a – Number of violent crime incidents in Calderdale. 
2007/08 target was to reduce from 2779 to 2174,  2007/08 year end result of 2115 shows that we have easily reached and reduced on that target by a further  59 incidents.

SSC04a – Proportion of young offenders who re-offend . 
 2007/08 target was to reduce from a baseline of 46.7% to 40.2%, 2007/08 year end results of 33% shows a dramatic improvement in re-offending rates. The data is being analysed and validated to establish where the improvements have occurred.

*SSC05 (RE08) – Number of hazardous, harmful and dependent drinkers who are screened and receive brief interventions 
2007/08 target was to increase from a baseline of 299 to 550.  2007/08 year end result of 896  exceeds the first year target for this Reward Element Indicator and places us in a  good position to take forward the next 2 years targets for 2008/9 & 2009/10.

 2.2 Outcome – Reduce Anti Social Behaviour and perceptions of it
SSC17a – Number of deliberate primary fires

2007/08 target was to reduce from a baseline of 328 to 317. 2007/08 year end result of 256 substantially  exceeds that target  
SSC17c – Number of accidental dwelling fire injuries
2007/08 target was to reduce from a baseline of 26 to 24, the year end result of 11 shows this has been successfully achieved and exceeded . 
 2.3 Outcome- VCS Strategic  role
SSC28a - Percentage of VCS groups and organisations confirming growth in activity in terms of financial stability
2007/08 target was to achieve 72%, 2007/08 result was 78%, exceeding the target by 6%

SSC29a – Percentage of VCS groups and organisations satisfied with influence on planning public sector services
2007/08 target was to achieve 35%, year end result was 37%, exceeding the target by 2%

SSC29b – Percentage of VCS groups and organisations satisfied with influence on delivering public sector services
2007/08 target was to achieve 32% , year end result was 37%, exceeding the target by 5%

SSC30 – Number of people recorded as, or reporting that, they have engaged in formal volunteering on an average of at least 2 hours per week over the past year.

2007/08 target was to increase from baseline of 17% to 18.7%, year end result was 33%, well in excess of the target  
A full final version of the Qtr 4 report will be made available to colleagues  after 8th May. 
In terms of the transition from LAA1 to LAA2 It is worth noting that all of the current Reward Element Targets will continue alongside LAA2. Also, key areas for improvement from LAA1 are represented by the national indicators chosen for LAA2, targets for which currently being negotiated with Government Office . 

2) LAA2
Stronger Communities 

Indicators NI1, 4 & 7 have been agreed as part of LAA2. Negotiations are currently taking place between Theme Leads, Lead Officers, Government Office Yorkshire and Humber, and Communities Local Government to agree baselines and targets for 2008/09, 2009/10 & 2010/11.
Safer Communities 

Indicators NI16,20,24 & 30 have been agreed as part of LAA2, crime reduction targets are currently being developed by the Police. Further discussion is taking place at a strategic level in respect of NI35
