Further Information 
Service Level Agreement: This is to fund the Domestic Violence Support Service at the Women’s Centre. Specifically, funding is for staff on the support team who provide specialist advice,counselling and signposting to women referred from a range of agencies. Most referrals are from the Police. A total of 253 referrals were made in 2008/09. All were responded to within 2 days.
IDVA: The Independent Domestic Violence Advisor role is central to the SDVC process. The IDVA offers specialist advice and support for women attending court, contributing to more positive outcomes in court and increased safety for victims. 
MARAC co-ordinator: Post is based with  Police DVU. Development and co-ordination of the MARAC, support for DAP and task groups, support for Police DVU.
DV Strategy Co-ordinator: Development of Domestic Abuse Partnership strategy via task groups , link to CDRP priorities via the SA, identify funding opportunities.

Pilot Perpetrators Initiatives: Two pilot initiatives funded via GOYH. One is led by Probation and is a self referral project for men coming to the attention of social services and family services, before they reach the stage where they are convicted. The other is led by the YOT and works with young people involved in family and relationship violence. 
Freedom Project: Working with women who are repeat victims to break the pattern of moving from one violent relationship to another. This has been identified as a particular issue in Ovenden/Mixenden and the lower valley.
MAZE Project: Intensive work with socially excluded families where DV is a factor. Led by Calderdale Womens Centre.

Specialist Worker, BME Community: Calderdale Domestic Abuse Partnership currently developing evidence base to highlight the need for a specialist worker to support BME women with specialist support needs (language, immigration advice, culturally specific advice).
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
