Report to Safer Communities Delivery Group
1.  Main issues 

Not in My Neighbourhood Week

The Home Office will be running the Not in My Neighbourhood Campaign this year during the week of 2nd- 6th November 2009. Not in My Neighbourhood Week is designed to;

· raise awareness of the huge range of work done, day in, day out, to keep crime down and make communities safer;

· provide a communications platform to organise and publicise local events and activities under the Not in my Neighbourhood Week banner; and

· bring together residents, communities representatives, role models and professionals on the frontline to tackle the issues that are of most concern to the public in communities.

In 2008 a number of agencies worked in partnership  in Calderdale for Not in My Neighbourhood Week to organise a range of activities which aimed to engage different aspects of the community including schools, businesses, members of the public , tenants and residents groups and neighbourhood watch schemes. Agencies involved included West Yorkshire Police, Community Safety Team, West Yorkshire Fire & Rescue Service, Ovenden and Mixenden Initiative schemes, Town Centre Ambassadors, Street Wardens, Pennine Housing 2000 and Calderdale College. The following is an overview of the activity that took place.
Schools

Over the week West Yorkshire Fire & Rescue Service Operational Watches carried out 40 Primary School and 7 Youth Club visits throughout Calderdale during the week, delivering input and information relating to general fire safety, fireworks and bonfire safety. The Community Fire Safety team carried out 16 Secondary School and 6 Pupil Referral Unit School talks throughout Calderdale during the week, delivering input and information relating to fire safety, fireworks and bonfire safety.
Ovenden and Mixenden Initiative worked with the Junior Wardens scheme which is part of Moorside School who had identified concerns about the speed of traffic on Keighley Road.  
Neighbourhood Watch and Tenants & Residents Associations

West Yorkshire Fire & Rescue Service put together leaflets with a covering letter on fire safety in the home which were to be delivered at all Tenants Associations meetings by Pennine Housing 2000 Housing Officers. 

Ovenden and Mixenden Initiatives held a Neighbourhood Watch meeting at the Hambleton Estate in Mixenden. The meeting was held to raise awareness with the Neighbourhood Watch group and talk about how to be vigilant in the area now that the dark nights are drawing in.  The meeting was also called to support those residents that are pulling together to challenge and report Anti-Social Behaviour on their estate.
Business Community

West Yorkshire Police worked with the Community Safety Team to provide information to the business community. 250 leaflets relating to arson and fire safety for businesses from the fire service and information on crime prevention and positive publicity was distributed to businesses in the town centres of Elland, Brighouse, Todmorden, Hebden Bridge and Sowerby Bridge. The Town Centre Ambassadors distributed this information to businesses in Halifax Town Centre. 

Students from Calderdale College who are studying for a Public Services Course were involved in distributing the information and visiting businesses and discussing with them the concept of Not in My Neighbourhood Week.

West Yorkshire Fire & Rescue Service (Arson Task Force and Community Fire Safety Team) also worked with the business community to identify areas where rubbish had accumulated and worked with businesses to have it removed.

Members of the local community
Information and posters on fireworks and bonfire safety was distributed to all libraries by the Community Safety Team which can be accessed by members of the community.

West Yorkshire Police and the public services students also spoke to a number of individuals when they were in the town centre areas and gave them crime and fire prevention literature and positive publicity information and explained the purpose of Not in My Neighbourhood Week.
The Community Safety Team worked with Carr Green Action Group on a community clean-up in an area of Rastrick that the group had identified. The Community Safety Team supported the group through provision of equipment and in the clean up itself. 
2. Conclusions
The week of action led to raised awareness of the work of the partnership and positive publicity. Planning and organisation for Not in My Neighbourhood Week will need to be agreed by the end of October.  Given the fact that the NIMNW includes bonfire night any activity will have to complement existing planning for bonfire night.  


With regards to identifying partnership leads it is our suggestion that each Safer Cleaner Greener Team be given the task of delivering NIMNW and the Community Safety Team will co-ordinate Calderdale’s response.
