Report to Safer Communities Delivery Group
1.  Main issues 

The Upper Valley day of action took place on Saturday 26th September 2009. The purpose of the event was to target an area to provide the Safer Homes resources. The day also provided an opportunity for services to provide information about what they offer, speak with local residents and find out about local priorities. 
There were a number of agencies involved on the day including the Community Safety Team, West Yorkshire Fire & Rescue Service, Calderdale Council’s Handyperson’s Service, Pennine Housing, Community Wardens, Neighbourhood Policing Team, Community Action Support Against Crime (CASAC), Road Safety, Extended Schools Services, Cornholme Community Group and Calderdale and Todmorden Town Councillors.
CASAC, the Police and the Fire Service visited houses in the area and provided advice on home and fire safety and information was taken for CASAC to carry out follow up visits to fit home safety equipment as part of the Safer Homes project.  A total of 45 properties had appointments for referrals made with CASAC, 25 properties had fire safety checks and a further 96 properties had leaflets dropped with information about accessing the Safer Homes CASAC Service. The agencies attending the day also had information on other services available, road safety traffic checks were carried out in the area and the Extended Schools Service provided information on what activities were available for young people in the area.
In addition to the day of action in Cornholme there was an area of Todmorden identified for CASAC to visit and offer the Safer Homes project. This was around the Stansfield Road area off Burnley Road and the Industrial Street area off Halifax Road. There were 550 letters sent to the area and 49 properties were visited and had work carried out as part of the project. 

The next part of the Safer Homes project will take place in the Lower Valley. This will replicate the positive activity in the Upper Valley. There will be a community day of action which will take place in the Hipperholme and Lightcliffe area on Saturday 28th November 2009. This area has been targeted due to the issues around cross border burglary offences.  There has also been a secondary area selected for CASAC to visit and offer home safety measures separate to the day of action, this is in Elland centre around the James Street area. 
The Safer Homes project will be taking place in each of the four areas of Calderdale and there will be an action day in each area before the end of the financial year. The Community Safety Team will be working with the Neighbourhood Initiatives to identify suitable sites for both action days and for CASAC to target independently.
