Delete all of part (a) of the resolution and replace with:
(a) it be recommended to the Council that, having considered the outcome of the Area Forum review:-

(i)  local forums  be established in each of the Council’s seventeen electoral wards, to be known as Ward Forums, based on the following:

1.
Ward Forums shall have the following roles and functions:

(i)
build partnerships at ward level between the Council, other local public, private and voluntary sector organisations, community groups, and the public, including Town and Parish Councils where relevant;


(ii)
develop priorities for the ward which can be reflected within the wider community planning and local area agreement process;


(iii)
enable local people to raise issues of local concern, and advise the Cabinet or Scrutiny Panels on matters of interest in their ward.

2.
Ward Councillors be appointed to serve on their local Ward Forum, with one to be elected by those Ward Councillors to act as Chair of the forum for the municipal year
3.
Ward Forums to meet on a quarterly basis in each Ward.

4
a Head of Service be attached to each Ward Forum to promote the interests of the ward within Calderdale Council.

5.
Agendas for Ward Forum meetings to be set by the Ward Councillor Chair in consultation with the other Ward Councillors and the designated Head of Service.
6.
A report on the work of the Ward Forums be submitted to Cabinet each year, with summary reports being submitted to the Community Services Scrutiny Panel on a quarterly basis.

7.
Guidance on the conduct of Ward Forums to be developed for submission to Cabinet and for approval by Council
(ii)  The Area Forums established in December 2007 be continued, meeting on a quarterly basis, with the following remit:

1. To receive reports on the meetings of Ward Forums

2. To receive reports on the engagement and involvement work undertaken in the area

3. To receive reports on other key local activities in the area

4. To consider items raised by Ward Councillors who serve on the Area Forum

5. To support Ward Forums in making appropriate arrangements where significant issues cross ward boundaries

6. To invite key stakeholders involved with Calderdale Forward to attend meetings of the Area Forum

7. To consider future changes to the area structure and the scope for delegation of decision making to area and ward level for recommendation to Cabinet and the Council;
and Article 10 of the Constitution be amended accordingly;
